IB Junior English 2007-08

Summer Reading Journal:  Posting Procedures


1. Etiquette

a. Discretion:  Respect the feelings and sensibilities of others. 

b. Language:  Express yourself honestly, forthrightly, but not in a way that would 

embarrass your grandmother.  Find a register (level of usage) that suits both the intimacy of the private journal and the restraint of public discourse.   BaseCamp is neither chat room nor formal lecture hall.  

2. Procedure

a. Log in to Base Camp. Login takes you to Dashboard.

b. In Dashboard, click Milestones tab to see where you are in your reading 

vis-à-vis the syllabus. You should see a big calendar.

c. Return to Dashboard and hit the ARC Summer Reading link. Now you are

in the Overview tab.

d. In Overview, click Messages.  Review messages.  BaseCamp lists messages 

chronologically with most recent first .  To post a journal entry, scroll to 

appropriate book.

e. Click on Add Comment.  Write (or paste) your journal entry into the Leave a 

Comment box.  

f. Click on Post Comment.

g. When posting for a particular book is complete, return to Milestones and check 

Done.  Look to the right and you’ll see that the due date on the calendar is now 

highlighted green.

3. Requirements

a. You must read the entire text, but you will journal on ONLY thirteen of the 

fifteen books. You choose which ones.  In other words,  you may take off any two 

of the four-day cycles.  I would appreciate a heads-up when you duck out of the 

conversation. 

b. This is for a grade, y’all, your first one of the 2007-08 year in my class!  Commit 

right now to an enthusiastic performance, even if you find the text a bit, shall we 

say, different. Be sure to have a look at the sample rubric (<will appear soon>).

· Minimum standard is one entry for each of the thirteen books on which you 


post.   

· Over the course of the journal, you must vary entry type (see rubric).  There 


are three entry categories: 1) intrinsic – entries generated by independent, 


personal observation: 2) extrinsic – entries generated by prompts from 


moderator (gw), 3) extrinsic – entries generated by classmates’ postings.

· As you know, minimum standard for IB is 80. When all is said and done,  you will be able to see your voice at least thirteen times in the project. 

· For you over-achievers (entire class, of course!), greater activity (mobetta posts) in the conversations will earn you a higher grade.

· It’s not all about quantity.  Quality counts as well (see rubric). Assume the models posted by members of the Smart family would earn an A+ of some kind (95–100).
