	Memorable moments (in alphabetical order):

· Sara Cavallo: “The first challenge mentioned in the book is

[by] the xenophobic Atlas.” An important word – fear or suspicion of strangers – to bring up, as it figures prominently here and elsewhere in Metamorphoses.

· Arthur Chapman: “Juno could not take her anger out on Jove 

if  she tried, because he’s the most powerful, so she takes out on the weaker half of conjugal pair. It’s like when kids get mad at their parents, they can’t do anything to their parents, so they burn ants with a magnifying glass.” An accurate and memorable, if twisted, illustration of the defense mechanism displacement.

· Jeff Hawkins: “If Juno were a person, she would be extremely 
unpleasant to be around and quite scary as well. Juno has such [repressed] hatred . . . that she takes extreme joy in seeing those who have been involved with her husband, Jove, suffer greatly. I think Jove should just leave Juno because she is psycho.” Observation raises an important issue: who or what are these deities?  How do we explain them? 
· Kiara McGruder: “This transformation was a gift and torture
from the gods. It was a gift for the Naiad, because she got her wish. It was also a torture because I don’t think Hermaphroditus wanted to share bodies with her.” Excellent  observation and one that raises the issue of the natural temperament of a person afflicted with that condition.
