	Memorable moments (in alphabetical order):

· Sara Cavallo:  “From the snake being ‘mad with pain’ 
(79) to Narcissus ‘stricken with a … strange frenzy’ (91), the

characters of Book III are nuts!”  Exemplary job of discerning motifs and supporting general statements with concrete examples.

· Ta’Quna Daniel: “Another one of my opinions in book 
three is of someone being conceited and gay.”  Good to bring up the issue of sexuality, because, even though we can debate the claim for this tale (“Narcissus”), it shows up so frequently in Metamorphoses. 
· Sanquail Luke: “[Y]ellow is most fatiguing to the eye 
due to the high amount of light that is reflected . . .”:  an interesting fact, and one Sanquail went above and beyond to discover.  Coincidence re its role in story of Narcissus?

Exploration of two works of art well done.

· Eric Osteen:  “I try to understand why this is so 
shameful.” A good question that may lead us to wonder if Ovid had particular motives for depicting so graphically the violent fate of Actaeon.  Also, good observations re painting & sculpture.
